Instantaneously & violently the fuse Popped with a bright, flash.  The fuse envelope is 75% blackened.

There was no noise from the set proper.

Traced the power supply board.  Connected a controllable current power supply to the input and increased the current to 3A, the rated number shown on the power supply board.  

after about 20 seconds, the bridge diode was warmer than most other components Similarly, the Diode D2 was much hotter (though not burning hot) than all other components.  Noted no smell and no noise.
